How do purposes of the church mesh with the Means of Grace & Truth

1. History of purposes of the church

1. 1970s – Dallas, TX Jean Gets? - Fellowship Bible Church (spawned network of bible churches with DTS, Moody grads, (dispensationalists)).

1. Focus was on word by word, verse by verse, teaching of scripture, but (little music, ministry, missions or anything else)

2. wrote book: Sharpening the Focus of the Church

1. divided book of Acts into two purposes: edification & evangelism

2. Few years later, Chuck Swindoll (Evangelical Free) – wrote book on purposes of the chuch: Bride

1. WIFE – Worship, Instruction, Fellowship, Evangelism

3. "Purposes" is now so varied would be difficult to summarize

2. Our temptation is to rely upon ourselves as opposed to God and others

1. Like the vacuum bag, we shrink the ministry down, we design ministry so we can pull it off with our own strength

3. Worship

1. Usually restricted to Sunday morning music for 15-30 minutes, so we can check it off and move on to the next thing


1. but is that biblical?  Worship should happen in any and all circumstances/contexts

4. Evangelism

1. Usually restricted to calling on the "cards" collected on Sunday morning

2. Writing a check to a missionary

1. but is that biblical?  Raising up missionaries, supporting them financially/prayer

5. Service: Ministry of Compassion

1. Piper 2010 Lusanne: We as Christians should be concerned about all suffering (Ministry of Compassion), but more concerned about eternal suffering (Evangelism Near & Far)

6. Member Care

1. Some deacons have 'benevolance' money to help people out of a bind (food pantry)

1. is that all?  Care for one another, and the needs of the community?

7. Making Disiciples

8. Means of Grace and Truth – ways to take your heart and move it to a place before God where it can receive Grace and Truth, receive Faith, Hope and Love and pass it along to others.  Never an end in themselves.  Legalism? No, grace is opposed to earning, but not opposed to effort.
